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Instructions for Stock Market Game
1.) Go to  http://www.marketwatch.com/game/eastecon
2.)  The password for the game is: chieftains  

- Create a profile and log in

3) Each you will receive $100,000 to invest in any stocks or funds that you wish.  
4.) First,  research what companies you want to invest in.  This can be done through this website or on other sites. (see below)  Diversification is important in any investment portfolio.  If one company is doing poorly, then you need back up companies to make up for the losses of that company.  

A.) Since stock diversification is important you will be required to invest in a minimum of 5 different companies.  
B.) You will also be required to make at least 10 trades during the time frame of the game.  
5.) This game will continue until Tuesday November 20th.  You are allowed to make as many trades as you want during this time.  Your motto should be buy low, sell high.  However, if a company’s stock is dropping you may want to cut your losses and sell the stocks.

**Exception: If you are Short Selling, then you are betting that the stock price will go down.  This means that you would want to buy high and sell low. 

6.) You will be required to record each transaction and provide a rationale for the transaction.  This will be done of the table on the subsequent pages.  Additional Table space is available upon request.

7.) Prizes will be awarded to the top three individuals from the class.  Grades will be given based upon completion of the game for participation and table completion.  AGAIN the overall emphasis will be on participation and DOCUMENTING your research and providing your rationale for buying stocks.
